DELETING  - Using Select and the Delete key. 

What it does : This deletes a block of text. The block of text must be Selected.
How to do it :  To select text :  Mouse      i    Move the cursor to the first letter
          			             ii   Hold down the left mouse button
             iii  Drag the mouse to the last letter (let go mouse button)

   To select text :  Shift and Arrow Keys     
    i    Move the cursor to the first letter
          			    ii   Hold down the Shift key
    iii  Press the right arrow key until text is selected. 

Select with the 
1. Place your cursor before the first letter. 
2. Press and hold down the Shift key, which serves as an "anchor" showing where text you wish to select begins or ends. 
Press the right arrow key until the first line of text is highlighted. 
3. Press the down arrow key until the first paragraph is highlighted. 


To delete text :             i   Press the Delete key
         ii   The text will disappear.
